Suffolk County Council Update
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SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATE

It has become much easier and quicker to report faults on our local roads thanks
to a new online reporting tool for highways defects launched by Suffolk County
Council.

The new service uses an interactive map so you can literally pin point the
fault. Coloured pins highlight where defects have already been reported in order to
avoid duplication and show updates to the report.

Once you have used the system for the first time it remembers your name and

a dropdown menu so you can easily select the type of fault you want to report +a
pothole or missing road sign. The menu will be updated to suit the time of year so
in the summer months gritting and potholes drop down the list of options while
grass verge cutting goes to the top.

The new highways reporting tool, which also allows photos to be uploaded, can be

these will be recorded and actioned straight away. Once a new report has been
added to the system, it is sent to the relevant technician or engineer. Where a

customer has provided an email address, automated email updates are also sent
out to them to show how the report is being progressed.

The highways reporting tool covers the areas that make up the majority of
customer reports, including maintenance, road safety and traffic management. It
should not be used for reporting emergencies and an alternative emergency phone
number is provided.

| wonder how many residents in Great Thurlow even question how the Church
keeps going financially, given the pretty small average congregation. The facts
do, at first sight, present an alarming picture.

The eight-parish Stourhead Benefice has a 2015 Quota of £47,000 to meet which
covers the costs of providing ordained ministry, including housing,
stipend, pensions, NI and administrative costs. This is the Benefice's share of the
cost of the Diocese. Of that £47,000, Great Thurlow's share is £5,117, plus a
Benefice expense cost of £325. The Great Thurlow Parochial Church Council (PCQ)
has that 'target' to reach, in addition to costs of insurance, heating oil, electricity,

organists, and other incidental costs. In total, the PCC has to raise around £8,000
in 2015 to meet its obligations, and that takes no account whatever of the repairs

to the Church fabric, which is at an entirely different level, and which are
recommended in a Quinquennial report on the state of the building.

Let us concentrate on raising the £8,000 in 2015. Of course, income does derive
from collections at Church services, from fees from the limited numbers of
christenings, weddings and funerals through the year, and some donations are
gratefully received. It is no wonder, therefore, that the PCC has to set its mind to

all kinds of events: teas following the opening of Great Thurlow Hall gardens,

entry fees at the second opening of those gardens plus a plant stall, a Quiz night,

a possible sponsored horse ride, the Carol Concert, perhaps a repeat of the very
successful Outspoken Theatre performance, maybe a Garden Party, and other
similar events yet to be decided. The Church does receive generous donations
from Thurlow Fayre and Bonfire Night, both of which are much appreciated.

TRAVEL FROM THURLOW IN MY EARLY DAYS

Public transport links from Thurlow today are much scarcer than | experienced as a girl and
then during my early working life!

Mr Burgon of Haverhill ran a daily coach service that ran from Haverhill via Thurlow and
surrounding villages to London Kings Cross. The trip on a Grey Pullman coach was often a cold
one, and cost 7s 6d (37p) return or 10s (50p) for a period return. These coaches were still

running after WW2. At that time | was working as a nurse at the Royal Free Hospital, which

was then situated at Grays Inn Road, close to Kings Cross. | was able to leave Thurlow at
7.30am and report for duty on the operating theatres by 11am! This was a much easier journey

than travelling to the West Suffolk Hospital at Bury St Edmunds where | worked after my

marriage in 1948. | left my home at Little Thurlow Green at about 6am and cycled to Stradishall

Crossroads in all weathers. From there | caught the school bus and was on duty in Theatre by
8.30am. Some nights | remember cycling down Broad Road around midnight!

We also had many more regular bus routes running through the village; a daily service to
Cambridge, and weekly to Newmarket on a Tuesday, Bury St Edmunds on a Wednesday, and to
Haverhill several times on a Friday.

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Wartime memories of Thurlow
(ctd)

This is the second in a series of articles from John Rowling, originally from Great Thurlow, with
memories of growing up in the village during the war.

The soldiers with the guns at the Hall were billeted at Mungo Lodge (all one property then), the
Mill and Mill House. The old School at Lt Thurlow, the stables, squash court and the old cottage
up at the Hall was where the Signals Troop were located. The guns were trained in the direction
of RAF Stradishall, for protection of the airfield in the event of an enemy invasion. My father
was the Head Gardener at the Hall. | used to go up to the Hall with him at week -ends when he
was stoking the boilers and pumping up the water, and got to know several of the soldiers.

We were now getting a lot of air -raid warnings with the sirens going off almost every night. The
Air Raid Wardens had instructed us to cut and paste brown paper diagonal strips on the window
panes to help prevent the glass shattering in the event of bombing. We had also been issued
with gas masks and identity cards, ration books were to follow.

On Sunday 39 Nov 1940, two German JU 88 bombers attacked RAF Stradishall. We heard thg
anti-aircraft guns open up, and then the sound of the bombs exploding. A hangar was hit and
there were several causalities. There was an Englishman, William Joyce who had defected to
the Nazis, who did propaganda broadcasts in English, and he gave a much exaggerated
account of the raid the following evening on the radio. He was nicknamed Lord Haw Haw. We
also now had an RAF fighter base at Castle Camps, equipped with Hawker Hurricanes. We useg
to see the dog fights in the skies during the summer days with the German aircraft on their way
to London, and the sound of the machine guns and the vapour trails.

Evacuees had now arrived in the villages, some came as families. Two families moved into The
Firs. We soon became friends, and used to take them around the fields. This was all new for
them, we had the freedom to roam almost everywhere. The attendance figures at School had
risen from mid seventies to over one hundred and we now had an additional teacher.

A lot of the metal fencing railings and
gates had now been removed to help with the War effort, the nearest ones to us to go was at

when stationed at Mungo Lodge

There was now a pig club in the village, a lot of villagers were keeping pigs to help with
supplying food. When the slaughter man came to the village, to kill the pigs, one half of the pig
had to be sold to the Ministry of Food, and the owner kept the other half. Hams and bacon
were cured, some in salt brine and some were sweet cured. Some of the hams were wrapped

The village was self-sufficient, with two bakeries, two grocers, two dairies and a butchers, and
most of the villagers kept hens and when pigs were killed, relatives and friends shared the
meat. Also there was always a good supply of rabbits, lots of villagers kept ferrets and the
farmers were pleased to see the rabbits controlled, it all helped with the rationing

There was also a scheme for jam making organised by the Ministry of Food who allocated a
supply of sugar, fruit was supplied by the villagers. Mrs Ryder organised the jam making at Gt
Thurlow Hall and Mrs Senior at Melton House, and lots of the ladies from the village helped out.
My mother and two aunts used to help out, and the jam was then collected by the Ministry of
Food.

Fund raising weeks were now being held to help the War effort, War Weapons week, Navy
week and Wings for Victory. Also, Dig for Victory this involved the War Agriculture Executive
Committee who moved in and cleared land for food production. A Gryaotiller , a huge tracked
cultivator came to the Pasture, which was the village sports and football meadow (situated

farming, also, the Big Park and my father came home from work one day, to say a Ferguson
tractor and plough had moved in at the Park and ploughed up the Big Lawn which was then
planted with potatoes.

A scheme was set up where us older school children were allowed to work so many hours a
week to carry out seasonal work on the farms, This involved planting potatoes in the spring and

then picking up the potatoes in the autumn, and singling sugar beet. We had cards which had

to be signed by the farmers and our teacher.

At school we were now knitting woollen comforts for the service men and women of the village.
Scarves, balaclava helmets and socks, colours were khaki and light and dark blue. Our teacher
would read out the letters which she received from the servicemen/women thanking us for the
gifts.

First Aid classes were now being held for us youngsters at Gt Thurlow Hall in the back scullery
on Friday evenings, The St John instructors were Mr Wright, head cowman for Mr Ryder and
Miss Bell our new school teacher.

With the threat of invasion now passed the Army unit with the field guns had now left the vil-
lage. The aircraft at RAF Stradishall had now been changed, the Wellingtons had been replaced
by the large four engined Short Stirlings, we were being woken up in the early hours when the
bombers were returning from their raids on Germany, their flight path was over the village and
then turning and following the Sowley Green road onto the runway.

UPDATE ON THURLOW VILLAGE HALL

At the extraordinary AGM in December 2014, Diana Allin, Ros Bunting, Kate Griffiths,
Heather Hunt and Anne Patient, were elected onto the Village Hall Committee. At the first
committee meeting in January 2015. Ros was elected as Chairman, Heather as
Vice-Chairman, Anne as Treasurer and Diana as Booking Secretary.

At this meeting we resolved that our overarching aim should be the one expressed in the
very first Village Hall Constitution (1958): -

¥he said property shall be held by the Trustees on trust for the purposes of a Village Hall
for the use of the inhabitants of the Parish of Great and Little Thurlow in the county of
Suffolk and the nejghbourhood without distinction of sex or of political, religious or other
opinions and in particular for use for meetings lectures and classes and for other forms of
recreation and leisure  -time occupation with the object of improving the conditions of life

With this in mind, here are some of the things we have done.

1. Re-written the Constitution in line with Charity Commission guidelines whilst
retaining the original aims. Boring but necessary as the last one we could find was
dated 1958! Many funding sources will only give grants where an up -to-date model
is in place.

2. Surveyed the improvements needed to bring our village hall into the 21 ** Century.
These are extensive = central heating, re-wiring, insulation, new kitchen,
re-decoration +to name but a few.

3. Begun to research available grants to pay for the required improvements.

4. Received £1200 from St Edmundsbury Locality Budget courtesy of Councillor Robert]
Clifton-Brown. We will spend this on new flooring for the entrance area.

5. Received £500 from the Thurlow Fayre. Some of this will pay for a new microwave
and grill.

6. Continued to receive bookings from established users such as Dance Teachers
Tiddly Tots, Thurlow Groups and organisations.

NATURE NOTE

Someone telephoned me the other evening to say that there had been a small
white heron in the paddock behind the cattle -sheds in Great Thurlow. He thought
it might be a cattle egret since it was feeding around the livestock. Wow, | said,
or words to that effect ... The cattle egret is an extremely rare bird in Britain and
the twitchers would be arriving here en masse if that were confirmed. Anyway, |
was up at dawn the next day (not so demanding at this time of year) and went to
investigate. It turned out not to be a cattle egret, in fact, but a little egret. They
do look very similar and the bird was indeed rootling around by the horses, so it
